PLEASE PRESENT THE PASSPORT PHOTOCOPIES WHEN COLLECTING YOUR FAMILY’S PASSPORTS. It will help us to identify
the passports quickly and efficiently. YOU MUST HAVE YOUR PASSPORT WITH YOU AT ALL TIMES WHEN ASHORE TODAY.

At the gangway, please have your PASSPORT and CABIN KEY SWIPE CARD ready in your hand.
